APPENDIX 1 EXPLANATORY STATEMENT ON THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

This Appendix I serves as an explanatory statement, as required by Rule 10.06(1)(b) of
the Listing Rules, to provide the requisite information to you to enable you to make an

informed decision as to whether to vote for or against the Repurchase Resolution.

SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, the issued share capital of the Company comprised
20,000,000,000 Shares. Subject to the passing of the Repurchase Resolution at the Annual
General Meeting and on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased prior to the
date of the Annual General Meeting, the Company would be allowed under the Repurchase
Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 2,000,000,000 Shares, being 10% of the issued share
capital of the Company.

REASONS FOR REPURCHASE
